The smart observers of the tamous
and feared hierarchy of Paris coutur-
iers think they have noticed the emer-
gence of the 1932 mode.

SOPA DE ARROZ

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Palma-New York Service Possible

_Exilona of the American Export
Lines to Call Here, April 10

Latest News Mr. F. H. Citriolo has

just announced that owing to the
many requests received from mem-
bers.of our “colony” the S. S. EXI-
LONA, justly popular passenger
freight liner of the American Export
Lines will call at Palma on April 10
th, to embark passengers for New
York. This might well be the begin-
ning of a permanent and much nee-
ded service between Majorca and New
York. Members of the “colony” who
are acquainted with Mediterranean
travel expect the “Export” to he as
important to Palma as it is to the
resti of the sgea ports.

Rumors have been circulating around
Majorca that the American Export
Lines contemplate a direct service bet-
ween Palma and The States. They ap-
pear to be occasioned by the recent
arrival of Mr. Fred H. Citriolo mana-
ger of the line’s passenger department
at Genoa. |

Mr. Citriolo, when questioned, was
noncommittal on this point, merely

_ stating that his ‘company has been in-

terested for some time in the increas-
ing importance of Majorca as a tour
ist center. ,

For the sake of its readers the PAL-
MA POST has found in its files the
following article from the New York
Herald-Tribune. It was written a little
over a year ago to commemorate the
fifth anniversary of this post-war en-
terprise. 3

“Today is a red-letter day in the his-
tory of the new American merchant ma-
rine, for it marks the fifth anniversary
of the inauguration of the privately-
owned service of The Export Steamship
Corporation, which was one of the pio-
neer companies to acquire a Shipping
Board service long before the Jones-
White act provided aids to private ship-
ping interests. The day will be celebra-
ted by the sailing of two Export liners.

“The American Export line, with the
aid of a staff of expert shipping men,
survived the intensive foreign competi-
tion until Federal legislation in the
form of the Jones-White bill was forth-
coming. The Export line has the dis-
tinction of being the first company to
receive a mail contract under the terms
of this act. :

“Inaugurated at a period when the
American flag on privately-owned ton-
nage in the overseas trade was a rarity,
this service, which was acquired from
the Shipping Board, was made up of
eighteen American-flag vessels with
which the Export Line pledged itself
to maintain sixty sailing annually from
the North Atlantic to the Mediterranean
and the Black Seas for a period of five
years.

“At the time of the purchase, con-
siderable skepticism on the part of the
shipping fraternity was expressed, and
by many the new venture was condem-

ned to a short life. How could Ameri-
can ships, with high wages and high
operation costs generally, compete with
foreign lines in a trade with conditions
already highly competitive, was the
question asked in many quartexs.

“The answer is that at the end of five
years the service is uot only being main-
tained, but in no single calendar year
has the Export Line maintained less
than seventytwo sailings, or twelve sail-
ings in excess of the guaranty 1o the
Shipping Board. During 1929 the num-
ber of sailings from New York totaled
110 and the service reached its peak in
February, 1930, when sixteen vessels fly-
ing Export’s house flag cleared from
New York for the territory in which
the company had agreed to maintaii
the American flag on vessels available
for Amecrican comnierce.

“The vesseis with which the Export
Line inaugurated its service five years
ago was the Coeur d’Alene (renamed
“Examelia”), one of the eighteen ves:
sels originally purchased, and she was
followed by a vessel every five days
thereafter, or six sailings monthly. At
present the corporation maintains nine-
ty-six sailings yearly with twenty four
vessels, the six additional ships having
been purchased from the Shipping
Board to protect the company’s grow-
ing trade during the five-year period of
its expansion.

The Merchant Marine act of 1928,
known as the Jones-White bill, was not
in effect when the Export Line inau-
gurated its service, and prospects of go-
vernment aid were not encouraging at
that time. The ocean mail act of 1891
was still on the statutes, but had be-
come absolute, owing to the very low
rates of compensation for the transpor-
tation of the United States mails as com-
pared with the higher operating costs
for American vessels, which had prac-
tically doubled since this legislation
was passed in 1891. The merchant ma-
rine act of 1891 hod been supplemented
by the acts of 1916 and 1920, but bene-
fits for private owners under this sup-
plementary legislation were vague and
meagre, and dependent upon recom-
mendations of the Shipping Board be-
fore aid could be obtained.

“The Export Line applied for a mail
contract under the Ocean Mail Aect of
1891 for the carriage of mails to the
Mediterranean and Black. Sea ports,
and in March of 1926 was granted a
flat sum of $100,000 a year for the car-
riage of mails on its vessels. This was
increased to $200,000 per annum in
July, 1927. With the passage of the
Jones-White bill the corporation recei-
ved a mail comtract calling for the pay-
ment of a little more than $1,000,000 a
year for ten years, with the provision
that it would immediately inaugurate a
construction program of modern vessels
built in American Yards.

“Shortly afterthe corporation was
granted a loan of $6,675,000 from the
Shipping Board under the terms of the
Jones-White bill to aid in the building
of four new vessels and a contract for
their construction was awarded to the
New York Shipbuilding Company of
Camden, N. J. One of these vesselsthe
“Excalibur”, recently was launched and
was sponsored by Mrs. Herbert Hoover,
wife of the President.

“The sailing of the steamer Excalibur

from New York on January 24th inau-
gurated an improved passenger and
freight service from New York to Mar-
seilles, Naples, Alexandria, Jaffa, Hai-
fa and Beirut. The Excalibur was follo-
wed by the maiden voyage of the Exo-
chorda on February 25th. These vessels
maintained a monthly service until June
when a fortnightly service began with
the sailing of the Exeter on June 10th.
The fourth vessel, the Excambion, made
her initial voyage from New York Au-
gust 11th. Averaging a gpeed in excess
of sixteen knots per hour eastbound the
vessels have maintained a schdule arriv-
ing at Marseilles on the tenth day, Na-
ples the thirteenth day, Alexandria the
sixteenth day and Beirut the twentieth
day, thus offering a direct service far
superior to anything heretofore offered
for ports included in this itinerary. For
direct passenger traffic they offer a de-
luxe service. For freighi taffic a superior
express service materially reducing the
time en route—refrigerated spaces for
meats and pehishable fruits—muot here-
tofore available to the Levant.

“The outward itinerary completed
upon arrival at Beirut, these vessels re-
turn via Alexandria, Naples, Leghorn,
Genoa and Marseilles to New York,
making the complete trip in forty-three
days”.

Since the completion of the four ex-
press liners the steamers Exarch, Excel-
sior and Exilona, formerly operated to
the Levant, have been diverted to the
service operated to Greece, Turkey and
Roumania. Sailing from New York the
5th of each month these vessels call at
Piraeus, Salonica, Istanbul and Cons-
tanza in the sequence named, and have
materially reduced the time between
New York and the ports in their itine-
rary. The improved class of passenger
.accommpoiiations in these vessels as com-
pared with other vessels in this service
has opened a new territory for tourists,
and one not heretofore provided with a
service comparable with that offered by
these vessels. This service has already
demonstrated the possibilities of Gree-
ce, Turkey and Roumania as a
field for American tourists.
